The beginning of human pride is to forsake the Lord; the heart has withdrawn from 
its Maker. For the beginning of pride is sin, and the one who clings to it pours out 
abominations. Therefore the Lord brings upon them unheard-of calamities, and 
destroys them completely. The Lord overthrows the thrones of rulers, and enthrones 
the lowly in their place. The Lord plucks up the roots of the nations, and plants the 
humble in their place. The Lord lays waste the lands of the nations, and destroys 
them to the foundations of the earth. He removes some of them and destroys them, 
and erases the memory of them from the earth. Pride was not created for human  
beings, or violent anger for those born of women.

Let mutual love continue. Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for by  
doing that some have entertained angels without knowing it. Remember those who 
are in prison, as though you were in prison with them; those who are being tortured, 
as though you yourselves were being tortured. Let marriage be held in honor by all, 
and let the marriage bed be kept undefiled; for God will judge fornicators and adul-
terers. Keep your lives free from the love of money, and be content with what you 
have; for he has said, “I will never leave you or forsake you.” So we can say with 
confidence, “The Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid. What can anyone do to 
me?” Remember your leaders, those who spoke the word of God to you; consider the 
outcome of their way of life, and imitate their faith. Jesus Christ is the same yester-
day and today and forever.

On one occasion when Jesus was going to the house of a leader of the Pharisees to 
eat a meal on the sabbath, they were watching him closely. When he noticed how the 
guests chose the places of honor, he told them a parable: “When you are invited by 
someone to a wedding banquet, do not sit down at the place of honor, in case some-
one more distinguished than you has been invited by your host; and the host who 
invited both of you may come and say to you, ‘Give this person your place,’ and then 
in disgrace you would start to take the lowest place. But when you are invited, go 
and sit down at the lowest place, so that when your host comes, he may say to you, 
‘Friend, move up higher’; then you will be honored in the presence of all who sit at 
the table with you.

The candidate is presented by her parents and godparents, as follows 

 
Parents and Godparents 
I present Julia Siona Miller to receive the Sacrament of Baptism. 
 
The Celebrant asks the parents and godparents 
Will you be responsible for seeing that the child you present is brought up in the 
Christian faith and life? 
 
Parents and Godparents 
I will, with God’s help. 
 
Celebrant 
Will you by your prayers and witness help this child to grow into the full stature of 
Christ? 
 
Parents and Godparents 
I will, with God’s help. 
 
Then the Celebrant asks the following questions of the parents and godparents who 
speak on behalf of the child 
 
Question  Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that  

rebel against God? 
Answer   I renounce them. 
Question  Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and  

destroy the creatures of God? 
Answer   I renounce them. 
Question  Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of  

God? 
Answer   I renounce them. 
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Question  Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior? 
Answer   I do. 
Question  Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love? 
Answer   I do. 
Question  Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord? 
Answer   I do. 
 
The Celebrant addresses the congregation, saying 
Will you who witness these vows do all in your power to support this person in her 
life in Christ? 
 
People   We will. 
 
The Celebrant then says   
Let us join with the one who is committing herself to Christ and renew our own bap-
tismal covenant.

Celebrant  Do you believe in God the Father? 
People   I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven

He suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried. 
He descended to the dead.

and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

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Celebrant  Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, 
repent and return to the Lord?

Celebrant  Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of  God in  

Christ? 
People   I will, with God’s help. 
 
Celebrant  Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor  

as yourself? 
People   I will, with God’s help. 
 
Celebrant  Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect  

the dignity of every human being? 
People   I will, with God’s help.

The Celebrant then says to the congregation 
Let us now pray for this person who is to receive the Sacrament of new birth.

Leader   Open her heart to your grace and truth. 
People   Lord, hear our prayer.

Leader   Keep her in the faith and communion of your holy Church. 
People   Lord, hear our prayer. 
Leader   Teach her to love others in the power of the Spirit. 
People   Lord, hear our prayer. 
Leader   Send her into the world in witness to your love. 
People   Lord, hear our prayer. 
Leader   Bring her to the fullness of your peace and glory. 
People   Lord, hear our prayer. 
 
The Celebrant says 
Grant, O Lord, that all who are baptized into the death of Jesus Christ your Son may  
live in the power of his resurrection and look for him to come again in glory; who 
lives and reigns now and for ever. Amen. 
 

Thanksgiving over the Water 
 
The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying 

The Lord be with you. 
People   And also with you. 
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Celebrant  Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People   It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
 
Celebrant 
We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in 
the beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bond-
age in Egypt into the land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of 
John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, 
through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into everlasting life. 
 
We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his 
death. By it we share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. 
Therefore in joyful obedience to your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who 
come to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and 
of the Holy Spirit. 
 
At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water 
Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those 
who here are cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life 
of Jesus Christ our Savior. 
 
To him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever. 
Amen. 
 

The Baptism 
 

The candidate is presented by name to the Celebrant, who then pours water upon 
her, saying  
Julia Siona, I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit. Amen. 
 
When this action has been completed, the Priest, at a place in full sight of the con-
gregation, prays over her, saying 
Let us pray. 
 
Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed 
upon this your servant the forgiveness of sin, and have raised her to the new life of 
grace. Sustain her, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give them an inquiring and discern-
ing heart, the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and 
the gift of joy and wonder in all your works. Amen. 
 
Then the Priest places a hand on the person’s head, marking on the forehead the 
sign of the cross and saying to her 
Julia Siona, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own 
for ever. Amen. 
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The Celebrant says 
Let us welcome the newly baptized. 
 
Celebrant and People 
We receive you into the household of God. Confess the faith of Christ crucified, 
proclaim his resurrection, and share with us in his eternal priesthood. 

 
The Peace 
Celebrant The peace of the Lord be always with you.  
People And also with you.
